1.1.1) Describing events and situations
In this unit, you will learn how to describe a photograph and the layout of an office. After
studying the rules of the Simple Past & Past Continuous tenses, you will use them to
reconstruct a road accident. As a sales representative, you will follow telephoned directions
on how to find the way. You will take part in a roleplay in which directions to a restaurant are
given.

1.1.2) Getting things done
In this unit, you will learn how to refer to earlier and later points in time. You will have the
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opportunity to use expressions and vocabulary needed for planning a group excursion. Next,
you will learn and use the rules of relative clauses. In addition, you will learn how to express
yourself politely, to avoid hurting your listener's feelings, and will roleplay an interview about
future plans.

1.1.3) Discussing experience and career
In this unit, you will learn how to talk about past experiencesand future plans and learn
expressions for describing them. You will learn how to use time phrases correctly and can
train your listening skills with recordings of reminiscences and career plans.

1.1.4) Shopping and having fun
In this unit, you will learn how to talk about leisure activities and family relations, and will deal
with an e-mail describing these. Then, working with an advert, you will use the vocabulary of
impressions and sensations. You will study English article usage and practice it in adverts
and an e-mail about leisure activities in Texas. You will train your listening skills using
conversations between shoppers in an American mall.

1.1.5) Explaining "how to"
In this unit, you will learn how instructions are given and step-by-step procedures described.
By means of listening exercises and a variety of texts, you will learn how to express
instructions, rules of behaviour and safety guidelines. At the same time, you will have the
opportunity to practice your listening and speaking skills. Conditional sentences Types I & II
are introduced, presented in sentence examples and used in exercises.

1.1.6) Encountering a different world
In this unit, you will learn how to report on journeys, read timetables and describe places.
Also, you will learn how to express cautiousness and hesitation. You can listen to
descriptions of journeys to and in Tasmania, so as to complete factsheets based on them.
After studying the rules of reflexive verbs, you will use them to complete log book entries.
You will be able to listen to a timetable announcement so as to complete an info-grid in
writing. You will have the chance to complete a letter about an island trip and to correct
typical mistakes made by German speakers of English.

1.1.7) Discussing controversial matters
Here, you will learn how to discuss controversial topics. You will first study the vocabulary of
a charity appeal. Then, you will listen to discussions about such appeals so as to learn and
practice expressions for inviting opinions about a sensitive subjects, politely disagreeing and
considering your reply. You will study gerunds and infinitives and use your knowledge to
complete a written report about elderly people. You will roleplay a discussion about organ
transplants.

1.1.8) Figuring things out
In this unit, you will learn how to use maps and how to describe the way. In addition, you will
learn how to read timetables and how to figure out what may and may not be done in public
places. For this purpose, you will be provided with relevant vocabulary. You will study the
rules of active and passive sentences and use them in a variety of texts.

1.1.9) Getting around
In this unit, you will learn how to leave messages, make appointments and bookings, enquire
about the price and find your way in a city. You will complete a letter about arrival and
pick-up, then phone an airport. You will listen to a discussion by a family who are travelling
and refer to a map, to figure out a taxi charge. In a speaking exercise, you will reserve a table
in a restaurant, then complete an info-box while listening to a report.

1.1.10) Representing a company
Here, you will learn how enquiries and offers are made, how products and services are
discussed and how information is passed on. You will have the opportunity to expand and
develop your vocabulary in the fields of reporting, computers and e-mail. The rules of
reported speech will be explained, and you will use them in discussions and reports.
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1.1.11) Practising committee skills
In this unit, you will listen to expressions being used as discussion tactics, then you will use
them in speaking exercises. You will learn about the present perfect tense. While listening to
teachers discussing changes to school rules, you will note these changes, as well as their
uses of the present perfect tense. Reading a newspaper article, you will learn school
vocabulary and you will have the opportunity to roleplay a dialogue about a school timetable.

1.1.12) Describing connections
In this unit, which focuses on New Mexico in U.S.A., you will learn to describe historical
developments and causal relations. You will learn, too, expressions for reporting, advising
and recommending. After a fact-finding exercise on Taos Pueblo, you will complete texts
about adobe architecture and (having listened to a conversation) a dialogue on the Anasazi.
Based on a heard radio interview, you will write a letter of enquiry to a ski resort. The unit
provides the opportunity for a roleplay about bears and a ceremonial cave. You will study
connective expressions and use them in a text about public behaviour in the Pueblo, You will
also have the chance to work on a conversation about types of chili and to learn about
Kokopelli, a mythical figure from south-western U.S.A.

1.1.13) Discussing people
In this unit, you will learn how to describe personal appearance and character and to express
opinions about people. You will complete texts, including a narrative, a personal description
and a casting report. Also, you will hear a discussion about appointing a tour guide and
answer questions on it. After studying conditional sentences (type III), you will use your
knowledge to complete an assessment report. You will roleplay a discussion about a painting.
You will learn British -American vocabulary differences. Finally, you will inform yourself about
a British institution known as the Duke of Edinburgh Award.

1.1.14) Expressing hopes and fears
In this unit, you will learn how to report plans and approaching problems and to formulate
strategies for solving problems. You will write reports on future plans for the Falkland Islands,
listen to an interview and read notes to decide whether statements are facts or intentions.
You will write a text about offshore oil production and tourism on the Islands. You will learn
how to use verbs referring to the future, practice speaking about the future of the Falkland
Islands and roleplay an interview about their future. You will learn some English idioms and,
finally, you will read more about the Falkland Islands, their history and their future.

1.1.15) Showing concern for others
In this unit, you will learn how to congratulate and respond to congratulations, enquire about
health and express condolences. You will complete letters responding to family
announcements, and sympathise with an old friend. You will learn ways of expressing
negation and practice them in letter-writing. After listening to a conversation about a
homecare service so as to gather information, you will write them an enquiry. In speaking
exercises, you will express concern about someone's health and roleplay a conversation
about a new job. You will practice asking for information in a foreign country, then, finally, you
will read about ageing in modern Britain.
